I’m really into
Pilates. It keeps you in shape and deals with
your core strength.

Being
on tour 250 days of the year, most of my 
meals end up coming from room service, but
every hotel menu is the same (rack of lamb,
steak…) and there’s only so much that you can
eat and stay healthy.
